Categories

sponsored by another organization.

Sciences Participate in a science fair/competition sponsored by another organization.

Participate in the Jobie Jingle Challenge*, organized by the Supreme Musician 
and Supreme Librarian.

Submission
Competitors must:

1. Register intent to participate
a. Submit one registration form per Daughter/Bee, selecting all categories.

2. Upload digital documentation
a. Submit some form of digital documentation of the competition you participated in 

and how you participated. This could be a copy or photo of the contest entry, a 
scan/photo of the contest program, a scan/photo of an award/participation 
certification, etc.This should include:

i. Competition information - Provide documentation about the competition 
itself. This could be a brochure/flyer, promotional image, or screenshot of 
the website.

i. Participation information - Provide documentation of how the Daughter/ 
Bee participated in the competition. This could be a photo of a science 
fair booth, a copy of the poetry submission, a photo/scanned copy of the 
participant’s certificate or award, or other similar items.

i. Experience information - Daughter/Bee must write 1-3 paragraphs on 
their experience participating in this competition. Should include how 
participation impacted them - this could be educationally, or in their 
social/emotional development.

a. Name your documentation files using the following naming convention:
Bethel number_competitor name_documentation type_description
